A Message From Chief Thomas Finn  

The Boulder City Police Department, in conjunction with 

the Clark County School District, provides a School Re-

source Officer (SRO) to patrol and protect students at all 

the Boulder City school facilities.  Officer Dave Krumm is 

the assigned SRO and his job is to assist school adminis-

trators, staff, students, parents and nearby residents in 

ensuring that the school environment remains safe from 

crime and disorder. 
 

SROõs have the option of working with many alternative 

programs to address crime and quality of life issues im-

pacting school campuses. These options include, but are 

not limited to; peer mediation, intervention, counseling, 

Juvenile Conference Committee, G.R.E.A.T. (Gang Resis-

tance Education and Training), anger management and 

social services referrals. As additional support to the 

schools, SROõs often attend after-hour activities and 

school related functions, such as athletic events, 

dances, plays, competitions, parent/teacher confer-

ences and graduations. 
 

As a secondary responsi-

bility to the schools he 

represents, Officer 

Krumm provide numer-

ous educational presen-

tations on a variety of 

topics including alcohol & 

drug abuse, anger man-

agement, bullying, campus security, destructive be-

havior, gangs, internet safety, child predators, per-

sonal safety, school violence, sex crimes and vandal-

ism.

The City of Boulder City has a safe community thanks to the partnership between the citizens and 

their Police Department. Together we are able to be more proactive and head off potential problems 

before they get out of control. 

One example of that teamwork is the City Code 7-2 also known as the curfew ordinance. Not only 

is curfew a wonderful tool for parents and the Police to help children who have not fully developed 

their own sense of judgment, but it also sets limits to assist juveniles in understanding and respecting 

the law. Curfews also encourage parents to know where their children are; as the old  public service 

announcement used to say, "It's 11 pm - do you know where your children are?" 

7-2-1: HOURS OF CURFEW:  
 

A. Fourteen To Eighteen Years: It shall be unlawful for any child between the ages of 

fourteen (14) years and eighteen (18) years, without being on any lawful business, en-

gaged in any lawful occupation, or is en route home by the most direct route from a 

regularly scheduled youth activity or community sanctioned special event, not accom-

panied by his parents or guardian or other adult person having legal care, custody and 

control of such child, to loiter, wander, stroll or be upon, in or about any of the public 

streets, avenues, alleys or other public places in the City at any time between the 

hours of ten o'clock (10:00) P.M. Sunday through Thursday, both inclusive, and five 

o'clock (5:00) A.M. of the succeeding day and between the hours of twelve o'clock 

(12:00) midnight on Friday and Saturday and/or scheduled Clark County School Dis-

trict holidays and summer vacations, and five o'clock (5:00) A.M. of the succeeding day. 
 
 

B. Under Fourteen Years: It shall be unlawful for any child under the age of fourteen (14) 

years, without being on any lawful business, engaged in any lawful occupation, or is en 

route home by the most direct route from a regularly scheduled youth activity or 

community sanctioned special event, not accompanied by his parents or guardian or 

other adult person having legal care, custody and control of such child, to loiter, wan-

der, stroll or be upon, in or about any of the public streets, avenues, alleys or other 

public places in the City at any time between the hours of ten o'clock (10:00) P.M. 

Sunday through Saturday, both inclusive, and five o'clock (5:00) A.M. of the succeeding 

day.  
 

(Ord. 1027, 11-25-1997, eff. 12-16-1997) 

 

Another part of the curfew ordinance most people are unaware of is the liability placed upon parents 

to ensure their childrenõs whereabouts after curfew. The second section of the curfew ordinance 

states òIt is unlawful for any parent, guardian or other person having legal care, custody and control 

of any child under the age of eighteen (18) years to allow or permit such child or ward to loiter, wan-

der, stroll or be upon, in or about any of the public streets or other public places in the City, not 

accompanied by such parent, guardian or other person having legal care, custody and control of such 

child during the curfew hours as established by Section 7-2-1 of this Chapter.ó Therefore, the part-

nership the Boulder City Police has with citizens, extends well beyond the control afforded to offi-

cers. It is required that parents make sure their children are accounted for or face serious sanctions 

for failing to monitor their location. 

 

When faced with a child who has violated Curfew, a Boulder City Police Officer has several options 

available to constructively enforce this law. The first is a verbal or written warning (this might be 

used with youths who are out only a short time following curfew;  a violator may be sent to the Juve-

nile Conference Committee (there, a panel of volunteer citizens will decide a punishment, which may 

include community service); or an Officer may arrest  or cite the child, referring them to juvenile 

court where a judge will decide punishment. As in all listed options, the child's parents will be notified 

and normally the child will be turned over to his/her parents at the Police Station.

Solicitors ð  

What You Should Know  
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Have you ever called the Boulder City Police Department to complain about solicitors attempting to sell you items 
door to door? When you decline interest, have the solicitors in some instances become pushy, rude or refuse to pro-
vide you with their solicitor identification?  

 

Solicitors working in Boulder City must register and obtain a solicitor and business license from the City. As part of 
the licensing process, each vendor must provide valid identification and identify the item(s) they're selling. Each indi-
vidual requesting a license must go through a vigorous background process and pay any applicable fees associated with 
obtaining the permits.  

 

Further, Boulder City Code requires door-to-door solicitors to have a copy of their City issued solicitorõs permit and 
business license with them at any time they are soliciting. The permit should contain the words òSolicitorõs Permit,ó 
the permit number and the Seal of the City. Both, the solicitor and the business license must be available for presen-
tation to residents and law enforcement officers immediately upon demand. 

 

Some businesses, such as charitable, non-profit organizations and civic or religious organizations are exempt from this 
requirement. Individuals soliciting for charitable, non-profit, civic or religious organizations are, however, required to 
register with the State of Nevada, Secretary of Stateõs office. If you are unsure about donating to a certain organiza-
tion, ask for a remittance envelope and tell the solicitor you may send in a donation at a later time. Such organizations 

can be verified online at http://sos.state.nv.us/ or by phone during normal business hours at (775) 684-5708. 

 

Keep in mind there are also exemptions to this requirement so some charitable/non-profit organizations may not be 

registered with the State of Nevada. 

 

Rememberñreport all suspicious individuals and activity to the Police non-emergency numbers at 

293-9224 or 311. This does not include actual crimes in progress, for which you should immediately call 911. Never 
allow solicitors into your home and ensure you verify their identity before opening your door. Trust your instinctsñif 

you feel uneasy, ask them to leave your property and call the Police.

In light of recent economic and social environments, the Boulder 

City Police Department has become more acutely aware of a 

growing number of mental health related calls. Suicidal and se-

verely depressed individuals are having a difficult time coping 

with current social trends and it becomes increasingly important 

for officers to prepare themselves and others on how to deal 

with traumatic and potentially volatile persons and situations. 

 

To help officers prepare for these new challenges, in 2002 the 

Las Vegas Metropolitan Police Department introduced the 

òCrisis Intervention Team (CIT).ó The CIT program is a group 

effort bringing the police and community together for the com-

mon goal of safety, understanding and service to mentally ill per-

sons and their families in emotional crisis situations . CIT teaches 

law enforcement personnel how to respond to any request to 

provide assistance to persons who have a diagnosed mental ill-

ness or who are in a volatile emotional crisis, provide referrals 

to the proper social services agencies and divert certain persons 

away from the criminal justice system and instead toward treat-

ment, whenever available and appropriate. 

 

Created by the Memphis, Tennessee Police Department in 1987, 

the Crisis Intervention Team has been replicated in numerous 

cities across the United States. Currently, the Boulder City Po-

lice Department has two CIT certified officers, both of whom 

have attended the Las Vegas Metropolitan Police Departmentõs 

intensive 40-hour training program. As a result, Boulder City is 

pleased to provide the public with officers who are skilled in cri-

sis intervention and de-escalation and who can provide improved 

access to mental health care and services.

What is TIPs?  

Trauma Intervention Programs (TIP) is a national voluntary non-profit or-
ganization dedicated to ensuring that those who are emotionally traumatized 
in emergency situations receive the assistance they need. To accomplish that 
goal, TIP Inc. works closely with local communities to establish emergency 
services volunteer programs. In these programs, well-trained citizen volun-
teers are called to emergency scenes to assist family members, witnesses, 
and other bystanders whom the emergency system often must leave behind. 
 
TIP volunteers are available on a 24 hour, 365 day basis to support: family 
members after a death, crime victims, survivors of suicide, children left alone 
after a death or injury of their parents, disoriented older persons and anyone 
referred by emergency responders. TIPs works together with police depart-
ments, fire departments and hospitals to ensure that citizens in crisis receive 
immediate compassionate support. 
 
TIP of Southern Nevada was founded in March 1994. It is the largest & busi-
est chapter nationwide. They serve all of Clark County, including Las Vegas, 

Henderson, North Las Vegas and Boulder City.  

 

Trauma Intervention Programs is looking for caring people willing to be part 
of a team of citizen volunteers trained to provide emotional and practical 
support to the victims of traumatic events. These modern-day Good Samari-

tans will be called to emergency scenes by emergency response personnel. 

 

RIGHT NOW TIP is in the process of recruiting volunteers to 

work in Boulder City! They need citizens willing to be trained as crisis re-
sponders in Southern Nevada. No experience is necessary; just a willingness 

to help others.

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Motorcycle Safety  

Despite significant gains since the enactment of Federal motor vehicle and highway safety legislation in the mid 1960's, the annual toll 

of traffic crashes remains tragically high. Motorcycle crash-related fatalities have been increasing since 1997 and last year the num-

bers unearth some sobering statistics: 
 

¶ In 2008, motorcycle rider fatalities increased for the tenth straight year. During that time, 5,154 motorcyclists lost their 

lives in fatal highway crashes. 
 

¶ In two-vehicle crashes, 78 percent of the motorcycles involved were struck in the front.  Only 5 percent were struck 

in the rear. 
 

¶ Over, 90 percent of all two-vehicle crashes involving a motorcycle and a passenger vehicle in which the motorcycle 

rider died occurred on non-interstate roadways. 
 

¶ Fifty percent or more of all two-vehicle crashes involving a motorcycle and a passenger vehicle (in which the motorcy-

cle rider died) were intersection crashes. 
 

¶ In 2008, there were 2,332 two-vehicle fatal crashes involving a motorcycle and another type of vehicle.  In 40 percent 

of these crashes, the other vehicle was turning left while the motorcycle was going straight, passing or overtaking the 

vehicle. 
 

The Boulder City Police Department gladly joins the Nevada Department of Public Safety and the 

National Highway Transportation Authority in promoting their òMotorcycle Safety Awareness 

Program.ó This is a national initiative aimed at getting motorists and motorcyclists to safely 

òShare the Roadó with each other.  It is important when travelling on a Nevada roadway to re-

member the following: 
 

¶ Allow the motorcyclist a full lane width. Although it may seem as though there is 

enough room in the traffic lane for an automobile and a motorcycle, remember the 

motorcycle needs the room to maneuver safely. Do not share the lane. 
 

¶ Motorcycles are small and may be difficult to see. Motorcycles have a much smaller 

profile than vehicles, which can make it more difficult to judge the speed and dis-

tance of an approaching motorcycle. 
 

¶ Always signal your intentions before changing lanes or merging with traffic. This allows the motorcyclist to anticipate 

traffic flow and find a safe lane position. 
 

¶ Remember that motorcyclists are often hidden in a vehicleõs blind spot or missed in a quick look due to their smaller 

size. Always make a visual check for motorcycles by checking mirrors and blind spots before entering or leaving a lane 

of traffic and at intersections. 
 

¶ Donõt be fooled by a flashing turn signal on a motorcycle ð motorcycle signals usually are not self-canceling and riders 

sometimes forget to turn them off. Wait to be sure the motorcycle is going to turn before you proceed. 
 

¶ Remember that road conditions that are minor annoyances to motorists can pose major hazards to motorcyclists. Mo-

torcyclists may change speed or adjust their position within a lane suddenly in reaction to road and traffic conditions 

such as potholes, gravel, wet or slippery surfaces, pavement seams, railroad crossings and grooved pavement. 
 

¶ Allow more following distance, three or four seconds, following a motorcycle so the motorcyclist has enough time to 

maneuver or stop in an emergency. In dry conditions motorcycles can stop more quickly than cars.
