Getting ready for Spring projects around the house? Make sure you 

“Know what’s below. Call before you dig.” By calling 811, homeowners 

and contractors are connected to USA North, Nevada’s 811 call center. 

USA North notifies the appropriate utility companies of the  project 

site. Professional locators will mark the approximate locations of 

underground lines with flags, paint or both. Homeowners should:  

• Call 811 three to five business days before digging, regardless of depth. 

• Confirm that all lines have been marked. 

• Consider moving the location of your project if it is near utility line markings. 

• If hiring a contractor, confirm that the contractor has called 811. Don’t allow work to begin if the 

lines aren’t marked. 
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
