State of the City Recap, Video 
Residents and civic leaders from across the valley packed the 

Boulder Creek Golf Course Pavilion Thursday afternoon for the 

State of the City Address by Mayor Joe Hardy.  The theme this 

year, “Working Together,” celebrated projects that City staff 

has tackled over the past year, as well as projects of our 

partners.
