According to the Nevada Institute
for Children’'s Research and Policy,
drowning was the 3rd leading cause
of accidental death among children
in Clark County in 2007 and 2008,
and the 2nd leading cause of
accidental death in 2006.

The most common drowning
victim was a child 4 years old or
younger.

The majority of drownings
occured in a residential pool,
hot tub or spa.

The average child victim was
last seen in the house and was
left unsupervised for about 15
minutes.

Isolation fencing around pools
could prevent 50% - 90% of

childhood drownings and near
drownings.



Layers of Protection

Pool barriers such as fences, self-
latching and closing gates, door
alarms and pool covers help protect
young children from near or fatal
drownings. By isolating the pool/spa
area with these layers of protection,
children will be less likely to access

the water without an adult knowing.

The Southern Nevada Pool Code
provides more details on pool barrier
requirements.

Call  your jurisdiction’s building
department for a copy of the Southern
Nevada Pool Code.

Prevention Act. If enacted by the
2011 Nevada Legislature, a state
pool code requiring homeowners to
install pool barriers upon the sale of a
home would be implemented.

TODDLER SWIM LESSONS GRANT PROGRAM

SN-ICC developed its Toddler Swim Lessons Grant Program to reduce the
occurrence of near and fatal drownings among Southern Nevada's children.

Twenty-eight (28) children aged 4 years old or younger drowned between 2007
and 2009 in Clark County, and another 140 children suffered near drownings.

SN-ICC's Toddler Swim Lessons Grant Program gives the parks and recreation
departments of all Southern Nevada's jurisdictions $1500 grants to provide
toddlers and their parents free swimming lessons and water safety instruction.
Through this program, a minimum of 400 children 4 years old or younger, in
addition to their parents, will receive this valuable training each year.
